4B. If you started it, why did you do so?

5A. Which items do you want? (Tick all that apply)
A teddy bear. (0 points)

An ice cream machine, (0 points)

A sledge hammer. (1 point)

A bazooka. (3 points)

(An an extra point if you want all of them)

5B. If a teddy bear, why?
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They’re so cuddly!! (O points)

The voices told me to get a teddy bear. (2 points)

5C. If an ice cream machine, why?

5D. If a sledge hammer, why?

To look fearsome. (0 points)

The voices told me to get a sledge hammer. (2 points)
They’re so cuddly! (1 point)

(Add an extra point if all apply)

5E. If a bazooka, why?

The voices told me to get a bazooka. (3 points)
To blow up EVERYTHING. :D (4 points)

(Add an extra point if both apply)

Scores:

0: If you scored zero, well done. If you belong this category, | know I’'m assuming you
want either a teddy bear, an ice cream machine or both, but come on of course you
want at very least an ice cream machine. Why wouldn’t you?? Therefore | make no
apologies.

1: If you scored 1 point, there are a few possibilities. Either, you plan on stealing
someone’s shoes and socks; you want a sledgehammer to warn others; or you want
to own a teddy bear to freak people out. | think that’s it. Whatever the case, not TOO
bad.

2: | have to be honest, you do have at least some criminal tendencies. Maybe you
plan on throwing an ice cream machine at someone or you’re the kind to give selfies
during a riot.
